History

Founded in 1839, the Virginia Military Institute is
a four-year undergraduate college awarding B.A.
and B.S. degrees. VMI is the nation’s first state-
supported military college. From the beginning,
the VMI experience has instilled the character
traits of service to community and to others in
its cadets.

Character

The demands of cadet life instill qualities of self-
reliance, initiative, perseverance, integrity, and
self-discipline in each cadet, qualities that allow
VMI alumni to succeed at the highest levels in
many professions. These same qualities allow
the Institute to make contributions of importance
and influence to American society.
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Accreditation

VM is accredited by the Southern Association

NCAA Athletics

VMI is a member of NCAA Division | (FCS) and
the Big South Conference; 18 intercollegiate
sports, including baseball, men’s basketball,
men’s and women’s cross country, football,
men’s lacrosse, men’s and women'’s rifle, men’s
and women’s soccer, men’s and women’s
swimming, men’s and women'’s track, men’s and
women’s cross country, women’s water polo and
men’s wrestling. Club sports are also available.

ROTC

All cadets complete leadership classes in one of
the Institute’s four ROTC programs (Air Force,
Army, Marines, or Navy).

Alumni

About 18% of VMI graduates make the military a
career. Graduates have distinguished themselves
in all walks of life, including finance, medicine,
and law.

Admissions Requirements

Applicants should be 16 to 22 years of age
and may not be married or a parent. They must
be physically fit for enrollment in ROTC and
graduates of accredited secondary schools.
SAT | or ACT and satisfactory character
recommendations are required.

Application Deadlines

Applications are accepted between September
1 and February 1 of the high school senior
year. Early decision applications are due by
November 15 (notification by December 15).
All application materials must be received by
these dates.

Applications are accepted on a space-available
basis after February 1. Applicants deferred from
early decision and regular decision applicants
will be notified on a rolling basis.

Financial Aid

A range of need-based and merit aid is available.
Self-help jobs are available for upper class
cadets. ROTC scholarships are awarded on a
competitive basis.

The fee structure at VMI is very different from
those of other colleges.

VMI costs cover everything (except books). The
quartermaster charge includes clothing, laundry,
tailoring, and haircuts.

Room & Board includes living in the barracks
and all meals.

The auxiliary fee includes medical services,
cadet facilities & activities, athletics, and other
services.
